Total Cost for completion of work; GST must be clearly identified.
Timeline for the completion of work for each season.
A statement indicating that the project will be completed in accordance
with the Scope of Work, and the Workers’ Safety and Compensation Act.

2. Certificate of Insurance (if available)
3. Proof of WSCB Coverage (if available) or a statement indicating whether or not

the proponent is willing to acquire coverage.

Detailed Scope of Work:

The following must be considered in all proposal submissions:

100 images will be taken for each season - winter, spring, summer, and fall

o An aerial-view, summer-time photo is desirable
Once a season is completed, the 100 images will be provided to the Town of Faro
for review.
Of these 100 images, 50 will be chosen by the Town for digital finishing/photo
editing (improvement of colour, contrast, etc.) by the photographer as requested
and these images will be resubmitted to the Town once complete.
All seasons must include images only of the Faro area. This may include images of
the natural environment, wildlife, people/activities (e.g., cross-country skiing,
fishing, swimming, hunting) and local events.
The photographer is responsible for securing all release forms for images which
include people. All completed consent forms must be returned to the Town of
Faro with a copy of the related image attached.
All final images will be provided to the Town of Faro in high resolution JPEG
format.
All images will remain the sole property of the Town of Faro and cannot be sold
or distributed by the photographer to any other entity or individual.
